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Abstract:

This study discloses the second type of oddity of usage, as it is mentioned by many linguistics
in old and modern times. Some of them added the oddity of uasge phonological oddity. The
study defines oddity of uasge as: whenever a word is unfamiliar, ambiguous, odd or without a
context, and needs a lot of time looking into all sort of dictionaries. The study reffered to the
definition on details, and with comprehenssive illustrations from Arabic poetry and prose.
According to this definition the study reffered to two reasons behind oddity of uasge: - The
ambihuity of the word witout context, - the need to an extensive survey inside all sotrs of
dictionaries to find out its meaning. The study concludes to following: - Oddity of uasge is a
greater hinder of clarity, - the greatest reason of oddity of uasge in the need to consult a great
number of dictionaries. The study recommended that defected word eloguence needs detailed
study and oddity of usage needs overall detailed and classified study.
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
