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Abstract

This study dealt with the concept of constitutional and judicial protection of the right to
litigation in Sudanese law and the exceptions to the right to litigation. The study aimed to
identify the right to resort to the constitutional judiciary, its importance in preserving the
rights and freedoms guaranteed by the Constitution, and to explain the aspects of the
Constitution and the Constitutional Court’s protection of the right to litigation in Sudanese
law. The problem of this study revolves around the extent of oversight by the constitutional
judiciary and its role in protecting rights and freedoms. The study followed the analytical
approach by analyzing the texts of relevant constitutions and laws, and reached results, the
most important of which are: All individuals in resorting to the judiciary are subjects to equal
treatment, and implementing the right to litigation requires the existence of constitutional
courts through which individuals can restore their rights and preserve the freedoms that were
taken from them. Moreover, the formal recognition of the right to litigation in the
Constitution is not sufficient. Rather, the State must guarantee and respect it, as the State that
respects the right to litigation is a State of progress, democracy, and respect for the rule of
law. The study also recommended: the need to pay attention to the judiciary in general and
the constitutional judiciary in particular, and that the Sudanese State must devote the
principle of the rule of law and equality before the judiciary by ensuring the right to
litigation, to guarantee the rest of the rights of citizens.
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
