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Abstract

The invalidity and non-invalidity of a contract is a subject of paramount importance, so the
reasons for choosing this topic lie in collecting all the scientific material scattered among the
folds of Islamic jurisprudence books and explanations of the law, and to address the defect that
marred the organization of the texts of the effect of the contract in the Sudanese Civil
Transactions Law 1984. The research objectives were to know the sections of the contract in
Islamic jurisprudence in terms of validity and invalidity, and clarify the division of the contract
in the positive laws in terms of validity and invalidity, with a statement of the effect of
suspended and voidable contract. The research has addressed a fundamental problem through a
key question is what is the doctrinal and legal adaptation of the suspended contract and the
voidable contract?. (And to what extent is the relevant provisions in the Sudanese Civil
Transactions Law of 1984 adequate). The researcher followed the descriptive-inductive-
analytical approach. The researcher has reached the most important conclusions, the suspended
contract agrees with the voidable contract in that both are true, and that they are answered by the
leave, the suspended contract differs with the voidable contract, in that the first does not produce
its effect only after the leave, and the latter produces all its effects, the Sudanese legislator
moved between Islamic jurisprudence and positive laws, which caused a malfunction in the texts
of the law. The most important recommendations were the adoption of the Hanafi madhhab
approach in the dividing of contracts, because it is the most conducive to the stability of
transactions, reformulating and arranging the texts of articles related to the effects of the contract
in order to prevent conflicting judicial rulings.
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
