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Abstract

The study handled the attitude of the Balkan states toward the first world war 1914 — 1918 .
This study is more important because the Balkan states was one of the direct factor that
exploded the first world war which is very important to defining their attitude. The study
aims to explain the attitudes and motives and clear up the effect of the Balkan states in the
war and to recognize the results of war toward the Balkan States. The study included a
preface, five axles and a conclusion.
