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Abstract

The study dealt with the political associations and their role in the national movement, which
contributed to building national sentiment, as the national movement crystallized and
manifested itself during that period as a result of the emergence of signs of a conscious
literary renaissance that made its way into Sudanese society, and its owners ascended the
podiums of the press, clubs, and societies in which they declared their valuable opinions and
produced worthy artistic works. With mention and admiration. The study aims to know the
role of political associations in the national movement, as these associations were secret and
aimed to spread national awareness in addition to their call for the unity of the Nile Valley.
They were also a symbol of awareness and crystallization of the concepts of nationalism and
patriotism. The events of the 1924 revolution represented an important turning point in the
path of the national struggle movement. In Sudan, although it did not bring about Sudan
gaining independence, it shook the colonial grip violently and was the beginning of the path
to freedom in Sudan. The method followed in this research is the historical and descriptive
analytical method, relying on collecting information and facts from their original sources,
then criticizing, comparing, analyzing, and employing them in the course of the research. The
study is concluded with results, the most important of which were: thinking about graduate
clubs since the year 1918 AD and that these clubs played a prominent role in the national
movement. Sudanese intellectuals were influenced by the national movement in Egypt, which
resulted in the establishment of secret societies. Since its birth, the Sudanese Union Society
has been considered a political organization based on the method Secret work and called for
cooperation with Egypt and even unity with it, an approach that the British administration
was against. The White Brigade Association was a natural development for the Sudanese
Union Association, which led to the development of methods of national struggle in
accordance with the requirements of the stage and what required the expansion of its
organizational area to attract the most modern institution in society at that time. This
revolution of 1924 failed to expel the British and unify the Nile Valley, but it was of great
benefit to the history of the Sudanese struggle later.
