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Lack of Case Procedures Affecting Judgment

Abstract

Privation is a proceeding penalty that blemishes a sentence that contradicts a condition of its
legal validity. It differs from other punishment proceedings in procedures law like nullity and
rejection. But there is still a shared ground between privation and the absolute nullity which
has inclusive application. It is applicable to criminal and civil proceedings. Privation may spot
a suit proceedings or the sentence itself. The 1984 Civil Procedures Law has not differentiated
between “privation” and “nullity” in contracts. In spite of the difference between “the nihilist
will” and “null will” in contracts, their decreed reward is the same, it is nullity of contract. So
special codes should be introduced in the 1984 Civil Procedures Law to clarify the confusion
between the concepts of “privation” and “nullity” in contracts.
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
