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Christian Nubian Kingdoms: Origins and Factors of the Rise

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Abstract

The research deals with the events that took place in Nubia in the late Meroitic period, which
ultimately led to the collapse of the Kingdom, and the rise of Christian Nubian Kingdoms later. The
research also deals with the cultural and ethnic continuity between Meroitic and Post-Meroe periods.
By taking advantage of the few available historical sources and the discovered archaeological remains
and analyzing them, the research concluded that local communities which have features of the Meroe
civilization led the events to the fall of Meroe and continued with the same features of civilization in
the Post-Meroitic period. Also in the end they established three kingdoms, which are Nobatia, Makuria
and Alodia, which later became the Christian kingdoms of Medieval Nubia.
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
