The Reality of Applying Quality Standards in the Educational Process in Private
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Abstract

The research aimed at identifying the reality of the outputs of private secondary schools in
Omdurman locality in the light of total quality management, as well as to identify the
requirements for applying total quality management and to discover the difficulties that limit
activities within schools. The researchers used the descriptive approach, and selected a
random sample of (150) male and female teachers from a research community consisted of
1358 teachers working in private secondary schools in Omdurman locality. A questionnaire
was used as the main tool to collect the required data. To statistically analyze the data, the
researchers used the SPSS program. The research obtained many results, the most important
of which are: the reality of the outputs of private secondary schools in light of the principles
of total quality management in Omdurman locality came with an average response level,
private secondary school departments need to develop their outputs for a large number of
requirements of total quality management. In light of these results, the research
recommended: formulating the theoretical foundations for the reality of the educational
process outputs in accordance with comprehensive quality standards as well as addressing
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the difficulties facing the implementation of comprehensive quality standards in the
educational process in private schools in Khartoum State.
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
