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The Role of Teaching the Noble Qur'an on Arabic Calligraphy Skills for Basic Stage
Students from the Teachers’ Point of View (Exploratory Study in the Basic Education

Stage in Refa’a City/Sudan 2021)

Abstract

The study aimed to identify the role of teaching the Qur’an in improving the Arabic
calligraphy skills of a basic education student through a survey of teachers’ opinions, as well
as identifying the statistically significant differences in the average scores of the study sample
in realizing the role of teaching the Holy Qur’an in improving Arabic calligraphy skills for a
student in the first stage. Basic education, in order to achieve the objectives of the study, the
researcher used the descriptive approach through the questionnaire tool. The study
community consisted of Arabic language teachers in the city of Refa’a in the state of Al
Jazeera, Sudan, for the academic year (2020-2021); with a number of 125 teachers standing
as a sample selected in a simple random way, amounting to (62) teachers at a rate of about
(50%) of the study population, and the data was analyzed via statistical packages for social
sciences (SPSS) program. From the point of view of Arabic language teachers, the Arabic
calligraphy skills of students in the basic stage are achieved at an arithmetic mean that
reaches up to 3.88 and with a large discretionary degree. The view of Arabic language
teachers, believe that this is attributed to the variables: gender, type of school, educational
qualification, work experience. The study recommended a number of recommendations,
including: the necessity of teaching Arabic calligraphy through teaching the Noble Qur’an
with the provision of the required aids and tools; paying attention to Arabic calligraphy
through qualifying teachers to apply the rules of Arabic calligraphy in teaching by
handwriting. The study also recommended some suggestions for future studies and
procedures.
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
