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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the practice of using smart phones in the educational process
from the standpoint of students of Sudanese colleges of education. The researchers followed
the analytical descriptive approach. The study community consisted of students of Sudanese
colleges of education. The study sample was chosen randomly, consisting of (1000) male and
female students from the Faculty of Education, University of Khartoum, which represents
25% of the total community of 4000 students. The researcher used the questionnaire as a tool
for data collection, following the appropriate statistical methods, and then analyzing the data
using the statistical packages for social Sciences (SPSS). The study concluded with a number
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of results, the most important of which is: the use of smartphones by Sudanese colleges
students in the educational process is clearly large, where smartphones can be used to
download video and audio lectures, and ease of browsing educational content on smartphones
in word or pdf format. There were no statistical significant differences (0.05) between the
arithmetic averages of the estimates of students of Sudanese Colleges of Education for using
smartphones in their learning process which could be attributed to the variable of the school
and gender. On the light of these results, researchers recommended the holding special
training courses for both teachers and students to employ and use smartphones devices in the
educational process, and developing preparation programs in accordance with technological
innovations, e-learning and mobile learning for colleges of education staff members.
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
