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Abstract

This study aims at assessing the financing of education on both the national and state levels.
That is by assessing the educational plan included in the quintile plan for the economic and
social development, (2007-2009) by comparing the proposals of the plan and motives of plan
implementation for the year 2010. The study also aims at evaluating education funding in River
Nile State as a model to be followed in spending on education for the year 2009 .The study
adopted the descriptive approach which is based on analyzing the data collected for the study.
The study has come up with the following results :1/poor government funding compared to the
non-government one 2/lack of commitment to education funding included in the national plans
for economic and social development, reflects the order backlog for education in the ladder of
priority in the state when running the general budget 3/Despite the weakness of government
funding it is conducted for the business and workers' salaries rather than the real needs of school
environment 4/Education dependence on non-governmental funding-despite its importance-
cannot be monitored and identified to state future plans on the light of it 5/Lack of separate-
non-members of education sector from service sector when running general government
budget, leads to poor funding of government and the absolute dependence on non-government
funding which affects the availability of a lot of the needs of the educational process.
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
