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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the effectiveness of using blended learning method to develop the
teaching skills of the students of the Faculty of Education, Nile Valley University. The
researcher followed the experimental method approach using the following study tools: a pre-
test taken from the records of the student’s study community to ensure that the members of
the student’s study sample are equal in achievement, an initial (tribal) questionnaire to
identify the opinions of the study sample members before the experiment, about the
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effectiveness of the regular teaching method, a second (post-test) questionnaire to identify the
opinions of the students of the experimental group after the experiment, a post-achievement
test to measure the effectiveness of using the blended learning method in academic
achievement, forming a community. The study was conducted by all third-level students in
the Faculty of Education, Nile Valley University for the year 2020/2021, and the study
sample consisted of (140) individuals, distributed in two equal groups, an experimental group
(70) students were taught using blended learning while a controlled group (70) students were
taught in the traditional way. The Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS) program was
used in the statistical treatments. The most important results of the study were that: - there are
statistically significant differences at the level of significance (0.05) in the results of the post-
test for achievement between students of the two groups in favour of students of the
experimental group, - there are statistically significant differences at the level of significance
(0.05) in the results of the post-test for achievement between students of the scientific course
in the two groups in favour of students of the scientific course in the experimental group, -
there are statistically significant differences at the level of significance (0.05) in the results of
the post-test for achievement between students of the literary course in the two groups in
favour of students of the literary course in the experimental group.
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
